30th, and the Artist Market will open on July 22, 2009 
– July 28, 2009.
  All Artists from the communities of Teslin, Taku River 
Tlingits and Carcross/Tagish First Nations are encour-
aged to apply. Our Alaskan, Tshimsian and Haida Artist 
brothers and sisters are more than welcome to fill out 
application forms and submit them to one of the ad-
dresses on the website.
 Artists will be applying for either artists tables to 
sell their crafts, artforms or to participate in either the 
Chilkat/Ravenstail weaving or Cedar Bark weaving 
workshops. At this time we are working on confirming 
the carving program as well. Artists are also invited to 
demonstrate their artform discipline if they wish. 
Application forms are available at the front reception 

at the Teslin Tlingit Council Administration build-
ing and the Teslin Heritage Centre reception. Ap-
plications can also be downloaded from the website:
